On April 19, 1982 representatives of the Union for 
Puerto Rican Students and concerned Latino students 
met with Provost J oho Cownie to discuss the cutting 
of funds allocated for the ChicanoMexicano Puerto 
Rican Studies Program. 

The meeting with Provost Cownie transpired only 
after 3 S students held a demonstration outside his 
office on April 15th. The purpose of the meeting was 
to get a commitment from the · Provost to fund the 
ChicanoMexicano Puerto Rican Studies Program. 

In this meeting, Mr. Cownie invited Reynolds 
Feldmen, Dean of Center for Program Development 
to participate in the discussion. It was in Reynolds 
Feldmen's program that the ChicanoMexicano 
Puerto Rican Studies was named top priority for 
approval and was allocated $17, S 00. 

Prior to the meeting with Provost Cownie, stu­
·dents had witnessed a ChicanoMexicano Puerto Rican 
,Studies Advisory Board meeting in which Mr. Feldmen 
stated that he would assist the board in finding funds 
within the university for the program. But in the meet­
ing both John Cownie and Reynolds Feldmen stated 
tnere was no money for the program, particularly new 
monies. 

After questioning and probing Mr. Cownie, it 
was discovered that Northeastern will be lobbying f~r 

r ·p·oRTABLE - I 

new monies in Springfield and that unused money on 
campus was available. But Mr. Cownie changed his 
excuse of "no money" to "the university does not 
fund new programs.'' 

It was quite evident to students in the meeting 
that Mr. Cownie was determined not to commit him­
self to the funding of the program. Even Mr. Feldman 
seemed convinced that the program would not get 
funding, stated that the students should be seeking 
outside grants for the program. 

It is a sad situation where students have to sacri­
fice their studying time to do work of the U.N.I. 
administration. 

In this period of time in which Puerto Rican, 
ChicanoMexicano and Black students are being forced 
out of the universities via tuition hikes and grant cuts, 
how can U.N.I. President Ronald Williams back up 
the position of John Cpwnie? 

As a Black man, how can President Williams 
profess the U.N.I. urban mission when minority 
students are being denied the right to an education? 
Mr. Williams, as a product and beneficiary of the 
(reformist) civil rights movement of the 60's and 70's, I 
how long will it take you to act on behalf of the 
students? Time is running out!

Surueillance Increases at U. N. t

Student activists have been subjected to surveil­
lance by armed guards and undercover police agents 
here at Northeastern, this is clearly shown by the fact 
that on repeated occasion students have been followed 
around by security and undercover police. Other 
students are being used by security guards to illegally 
photograph student activists. 

An incident took place recently at the Village 
Square on March 10 at 12:30 p.m. when a group of 
progressive students were confronting a Marine Officer 
who was recruiting on campus, a security guard 
approached the students while ordering another 
student to take pictures of the group. On another 
occasion prior to the one mentioned, a student was 
approached in Portable 1 (P-1) by a person dressed 
like a Commuter Center worker; he offered the 
student money for information concerning student 
struggle on campus. 

Students are disturbed persistently by this 
annoyance on campus and are constantly protesting 
against these repeated interventions by law enforce­
ment agencies operating on campus. These agencies 
are trying to intimidate progressive students. Fur­
thermore, these types of incidents which the admin­
istration allows to happen do not stop. On the 
contrary these surveillance tactics have steadily 
increased. 

In view of this continual harrassment of progres­
sive students, the Chairperson of the Chicano/Mexi­
cano-Puerto Rican Studies Advisory Board and 
Criminal Justice Professor, Kingsly Clarke, has 
written the following letter addressing this issue:

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On March 19, 1982, Edgar Davis, coordinator of the 
Department of Public Safety at U.N.I. (security), 
wrote the following memo to university faculty and 
personnel: 

"Several small explosions have occurred on cam­
pus over the last few months. Although these inci­
dents were relatively minor, they could have resulted 
in severe consequences. Thus appropriate investiga­
tions are being conducted and precautions taken to 
avoid any reoccurrences. Within this context, I urge 
everyone to promptly report any suspicious behavior 
or circumstances to the department of public safety, 
extension 200. 

Thank you for youccooperation:'' 

As written, the memo leaves behind an immense 
vacuum where one cannot help but conjecture con­
clusion as to what individual or party is responsible 
for the explosions, but more importantly, it leaves 
one to wonder: why security delayed for months 
before forwarding this information. 

According to a recent article in the student news­
paper, the PRINT, these explosions ("Bombings" was 
the term used in the PRINT) have been occurring on 
campus smce October of 1981. If this is correct 
U.N.I. security's failure to report these incidents since 
their beginning could have resulted in the serious in­
jury or death of an unsuspecting student, professor 
or personnel member. PRINT also mentioned that 
since October the following three places on campus 
were targeted in the alleged "BOMBINGS": the audio­
visual lab, the area outside room 113, and the fourth 

· floor of U.N.I.'s library.

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mainly received from sources within security, but 
when Q.O.S. began to investigate these "BOMBINGS", 
flaws were found within the story that was told to 
the PRINT. Que Ondee Sola was notfortunateenough 
to interview anyone from the audio-visual lab; but 
Q.O.S. was able to interview people from the other 
two alleged sites. 

In an interview with Melvin George, Chief Ad­
ministrator of U.N.I. library, Mr George stated: 'I 
don't know too much about the bombing, because 
it happened on March 6, which fell on a Saturday, 
and I usually don't work on Saturdays .... security 
would be a better source for you than I am, because 
from what was said to me, they arrived immediately 
after the explosion to clean up the damage'. 

When asked what type of device was used in the 
explosion, Mr. George remarked: 'Even though se­
curity said that a pipe-bomb was used ... , I would have · 
to say that an explosive no more powerful tban a 
cherry bomb was used because the area bombed suf 
fered little damage. ' 

Since room 113 is mainly used by the Economics 
Department, Q.O.S. interviewed a professor from the 
departmeIJ,. When asked atout the alleged "bombing" 
that took place outside room 113, Tom Cullom, eco­
nomics professor at U.N.I. stated to Q.O.S.; 'I've seen 
some memos regarding some explosions, but I don't 
know about any explosion outside of Room 113 .... 
Room 113 is used mainly by the Economics depart­
ment, and I_ feel tbat if any explosion had. occurred 
outside of tbat room, it would have been mentioned 
during a departmental meeting.' 

Q.O.S. feels that it is these inconsistencies in the 
recounting of events which makes these alleged 
"BOMBINGS" suspicious. 

The recent U.N .I. administrative campaign to 
taint the latino student movement with the label 
"terrorist", goes hand in hand with the U.S. bour­
geoisie's strategy of criminalizing proponents of 
national liberation and anti-imperialist struggles. This 
is all done with the intention of orientating mass sen­
timent towards the first stage of fascism: "Law and 
Order Hysteria". 

As the stage is being set to expell members of the 
Union for Puerto Rican Students and Que Ondee Sola, 
the frame-up seems to read: BOMBS~UNION FOR 
PUERTO RICAN STUDENTS AND QUE ONDEE 
SOLA. 

Our conclusion is based on the fact that at given 
moments, history has the habit of insisting . For 
example: when the National Socialist Party ( better 
known as the Nazis) expertly burned the German Par­
liament, the Reichstag in 19 33, they blamed the 
Communist Party of Germany for the Catastrophe,

U.S. INVASION OF PUERID -RICO 
THE BIRTH OF. U.S. IMPERIALISM 

The launching of war against Spain by the United·1 
States in 1898 introduced the birth of American im-
1perialism. Subsequently defeated, Spain found itself 
forced into signing the Treaty of Paris of 1898, which 
c~ded the Philippines, Guam, Cuba and Puerto Rico 
to the U.S. The antecedents of the war marked a 
hundred years of U.S. expansionism. . 

Beginning as thirteen states on the eastern seaboard 
of the North American continent, the U.S. was, by 
1890, an immense empire that extended from the 
Atlantic to the Pacific Ocean. The inexorable 
search for new markets for U.S. capitalism was the 
impetus behind this vast expansionism. This need to 
expand was expressed as early as the Washington and 
Jefferson administrations, but it was not until 1823, 
with the Monroe Doctrine, that this expression was 
officially codified and announced. 

In 1823, James Monroe, President of the United 
States, proclaimed to the European capitalist powers 
that any further attempts to conquer colonies in the 
Western Hemisphere would be considered as an act of 
war against the United States. This "hands off" 
policy towards Europe allowed the U.S. to further 
expand their markets in the Western Hemisphere, 
particularly in Central and Smith America. The excuse 
used to mask the expansion that would follow the 
Monroe Doctrine was Manifest Destiny. 

Manifest Destiny was the ideology that 
U.S. citizens (White Anglo-Saxon Protestants) were 
"God's chosen people," and that they had a God-given 
right to expand in order to propagate their superior 
civilization. Residual effects of Manifest Destiny not 
only cost the lives of millions of the Native Americans , 
who once lived throughout the borders defined by the•· 
U.S.; but, in 1848, Manifest Destiny was used to 
justify the conquest of 5 5% of Mexican territory, 

The end of the U.S. CivU War brought the decline 
of the once-dominant southern landed aristocracy and ~

gave birth·to _the new ruling class, the northern indus­
trialists, thus making industrial capitalism the domi­
nant mode of production in the U.S. Figures such 
as the Morgans, Rockefellers, Carnegies, etc., 
became the new bourgeoisie of the post-Civil War era. 
During this period, Manife~t Destiny was better known 
as Social Darwinism. 

Proponents of Social Darwinism believed that 
Charles Darwin's theory of evolution, introduced in 
his 1857 work, Origin of the Species, could also be 
applied to explain social positions in the U.S., as well as 
the development and underdevelopment of countries. · 

fdentical in substance to Manifest Destiny, Social 
Darwinism was used to Justify the new industrial 
bourgeoisie by projecting that their dominance was 
due to their biological superiority. _ Proponents of 
Social Darwinism used this racist ideology in order 
to explain the ascendancy of U.S. capitalism. By the 
1870s, the U.S. was deemed a noble competitor for 
markets by the European powers. 

Vying for markets in Africa and Asia, the Euro­
pean powers -i.e., England, France, Germany, Italy, 
etc. - left weak and archaic Spain alone, thus allowing 
the U.S. to implement a strategy to conquer the re­
maining Spanish empire. 

By the latter part of the 1880s, mainly due to the 
normal crisis of capitalism -overproduction, im­
perialist ideologues began to emerge. Theodore Roo­
sevelt, Henry Cabot Lodge and Alfred Thayer Mahan 
were famous proponents of imperialism in this new 
era. 

Other imperialist ideologues such as Albert J. 
Beveridge contended that the U.S. produced more 
than it consumed and in order to salvage the 
American market, new markets "and colonies" had to 
be acquired. Pro-imperialist sentiments grew around 
1892 and 1898, mainly caused by a condition of 
near-depression during President Cleveland's admini-

stration. In 1898, the U.S. was ready to enter into · 
. the realm of imperialism, and its target was Spain. 

By 1898, Spain was on the verge of losing her 
remaining colonies in the Western Hemisphere. 
During this period the Philippines and Cuba were on 
the verge of independence, due to their armed resis­
tance to Spanish control. In 1897, Puerto Rico was 
granted autonomy in order to prevent armed insurrec­
tion against Spanish rule. 

Understanding the vulnerability of Spain, the U.S. 
immediately began a pro,paganda campaign against 
Spain, in order to prepare for war. For the 
first time the press, under the leadership of the William 
Randolph Hearst publishing empire, played a major 
role in the shaping of mass sentiment for war. The 
explosion of the U.S.S. Maine in February of 1898 in 
Havana harbor proved to be the factor which launched 

the U.S. masses and ruling class into war with Spain. 
Spain was no military match for the growing 

U.S. giant. By April of 1898, Spain surrendered to 
the U.S. In exchange for $20,000,000, Spain signed 
the Treaty of Paris on December 1, 1898, ceding Cuba, 
Guam, the Philippines and Puerto Rico to the United 
States, giving birth to American imperialism.

It is evident that the U.S. is preparing for a mili­
tary intervention in one of the major hotspots in the 
world, when they plan to build. the military budget 
to 1.3 trillion dollars by 1986. The purpose of the 
draft is to maintain U.S. markets across the world 
while increasing it's ability to wage war against national 

. liberation struggles. 
The draft is also a tool to crush dissent within 

the current borders of the U.S. Since it will be on 
the backs of the poor of this country that the U.S. 
war machine will be constructed. Cuts in social wel­
fare programs, education and monies for higher edu­
cation, will radicalize the poor to struggle against 
militarization and the draft. 

In Puerto Rico the struggle against the U.S. draft 

Rican people have been fighting a war for national 
liberation since 1898 when the U.S. militarily invaded · 
the island. Presently the U.S. keeps an occupying• 
force of 100,000 troops in Puerto Rico while the navy 
stages bombing practices on the island of Vieques. 

In order to fight the draft and militarization in 
this country we must support national liberation 
struggles from a clear anti-imperialist perspective. 
The · imperialist powers are building up their armies 
for a Third World War. In the past the United States, 
has used Black, Puerto Rican and Chicanomexicano 
people to fight many of these wars. The future for 
Third World people in this country .does not look 
good, but it will begin to look better when we clearly: 
},mderstand that to fight for justice is to destroy the· 
niost inhumane enemy of mankind ever, U.S. imper­
ialism, and to enlist in their armed forces will mean / 
that you have been-hypnotized to do the dirty work.
