TTRS
malfunctions

If you registered on January 2nd,
1996, you were probably among the
1700 students who were surprised to
learn that your name wasn’t included
on class rosters. The Touch-Tone
Registration  System  computer
(TTRS) that processes registration
information ‘was malfunctioning, and
all the registration data for that day
was lost.

Acting President Salme Steinberg
said that she would ensure that every
student who registered on January 2nd
would get into their classes—even if
it meant opening up additional class
sections.

Once the glitch was discovered, a
university-wide effort to inform stu-
dents of the problem took place. Fly-
ers and signs were posted throughout
the campus, N-Vision monitors dis-
played notices of the error, and every
instructor was given an information
packet to read to their classes outlin-
ing the steps students and faculty
should take to resolve any registra-
tion problems.

By Thursday, January 4th, the of-
fice of Admissions and Records was
able to contact all but 350 of the 1700

In Chicago’s higher education mar-
ket place, there are approximately 37
schools that offer Bachelor and/or Master
degrees in business. Of these 37 schools,
only the University of Chicago, Univer-
sity of Illinois at Chicago, DePaul, Loyola,
Northern and Northwestern are accred-
ited by the American Assembly of Colle-
giate Schools of Business (AACSB).
NEIU’s College of Business and Manage-
ment was recently admitted to AACSB
candidacy on October 17.

According to the College of Business
and Management’s Dean, Charles F. Falk,
“Reaching AACSB candidacy status is a
wonderful step in the growth and develop-
ment of Northeastern’s young business
school. Accreditation will place North-
eastern among the most highly rated col-
leges of business and management across
the nation”

Candidacy to the AACSB places the
young College (established in 1983) on
the path to accreditation, which long-es-
tablished schools have taken years to
achieve.

“Accreditation is very important
because some employers have restricted

recruitment to graduates from AACSB
accredited schools.” Dean Falk contin-
ued, “accreditation adds icing to the
cake.”

The quest for AACSB accreditation
beganayearandhalfago. For one year the
College was in pre-candidacy, during
which time it had to develop an accredita-
tionplan. The plan was developed through
the efforts of 7 faculty committees whose
purpose was to define the College’s mis-
sion and establish strategic directions in
order to build on it’s strengths and im-
prove its weaknesses.

Once the plan was finished, it was
submitted to AACSB for review and was
accepted without revision. Now that the
College has been accepted into candi-
dacy, it must make a yearly update of the
plan, and report it to the AACSB. Within
the next three years, a consultant will be
brought on campus to review the current
status of the College. And hopefully, the
College will be in a position to request full
accreditation.

NEIU is currently accredited by the
North Central Association of Colleges
and Secondary Schools.

a dissertation on the British critic, F. R.
Leavis, Professor DeVille was anatural to -
each one of the English Department’s few
required courses: Practical Criticism. Stu-
dents flocked to his criticism course as
well as courses on W. B. Yeats, the Irish
poet, Kurt Vonnegut, and Thomas
Pynchon, three of his favorite people.

In talking to some of his students
several salient facts kept coming up: Stu-
dents were warned Professor DeVille was
a tough teacher and they should beware.
Throwing caution to the academic wind,
they took one of his classes, then another,
and then still another. “He taught effort-
lessly,” one studentremarked; “Youdidn’t
realize how much you were learning. He
taught me how to think.” That in itself is
a fitting memorial.

Frustrated Micro-viewer

Dear Micro,

You’re not the only one who’s frus-
trated; members of the NEIU staff are
frustrated too. Mary Jane Hilburger at
the library told me that the readers
“have certainly not been functioning as
well as we would have wanted them to
function.”

Backing up a bit, your observation
that there used to be more readers is
correct. Atone time, there were a num-
ber of readers that did not make copies,
in addition to two readers that did. The
library, together with Auxiliaries Ser-
vices, decided to phase out the non-
printing readers and buy top-of-the-
line reader/printers to replace them,
under the assumption that there was no
point in being able to read a microfilm
article if you couldn’t make a copy ofit.

But the reader/printers are expen-
sive. There wasn’t enough money to
replace the old machines one-on-one
with new ones, resulting in an overall
reduction in the number of readers
available. According to Hilburger, there
are now a total of four. This would
explain the lines of waiting students you
have encountered. Hilburger was in-
terested to hear that perhaps it would
be worthwhile to make the old non-
printing readers available again to stu-
dents.

Mike Mclntyre of Auxiliaries Ser-
vices, who is in charge of “anything that
copies” on campus (not including pla-
giarizing students), purchased the
reader/printers. He explained that he
bought “the best-rated reader/printers
on the market,” but he noted, “I am
unhappy with the quality of prints we
get from them.” Both McIntyre and
Hilburger laid the blame on the manu-
facturer.

If you sit down at one of the ter-
minals on the South side of the Aca-
demic Computing Lab in the Class-
room Building and find Netscape
(when you do, just point your mouse
arrow at the icon and press down or
“click” the left button on the mouse),
on the first screen you will see a
number of “buttons” to click on near
the top of the page. One of them says
“Net Search”—point and click there
and you’ll find all the search engines
I’ll mention here (and a few more I
won’t bother mentioning in detail).
These are Infoseek, Open Text, Alta
Vista, Deja News, Lycos, NlightN
(get it? en-light-en? these guys kill
me),Webcrawler, and Yahoo. To
access any of these, point the mouse
arrow at a name (e.g. at the word
“Lycos”) and click. EACH of them
will offer you a longish box, where
you’ll type what they call “key-
words”—words you think will be used
in articles, web-pages, newsgroup
headings—of interest to you. Click
the mouse arrow at the beginning of
the box and type. When you’re done,
either press the return key or click on
the “Search” box (usually to the right
of the keyword box). Some moments
or milli-seconds later, the “results”
of your search will appear. To access
any of those, there’s no need to type
in some long address you see there—
just point at it with your mouse arrow
and click (point and click) and you’ll

be magically transported.
WHICH IS THE BEST?

Granted, no one or no three
searches, executed through all of
these, will tell us scientifically which
of these search engines 1is the
“best,”—in fact many of them search
specific areas of the ‘net some others
don’t—but it still seems like a good
idea for purposes of demonstration
and comparison to try this out. So for
the heck of it, I’ve chosen three fairly
delimited topics to search—specific
enough, I thought, to generate a read-
able number of search results. As
some of you know, I teach a course on
19th-century American Women Writ-
ers, so I thought perhaps “19th cen-
tury women writers” would be a good
one to try. I also tried “Mars lander,”
and, since they’ve been in the news
lately, those freshmen in the House of
Representatives: keywords “Fresh-
men, House.” I was particularly
interested to see which search en-
gines would read this as a query for
college-bound high school seniors and
which would know? sense? that I was
a current-events buff.

Note the comma in “Freshmen,
House.” It’s worthwhile noting that
each search engine has its own rules
about how you should present entries
with more than one word in them, but
luckily, each of them also has a but-
ton you can press to find “search
hints.” Generally speaking, most of
these search tools understand a space
between words as the Boolean opera-
tor “and.” That is, with my first
search, “19th century women writ-
ers,” most of them will simply look
for a document that has all of these
words in them, in any order. What
makes a search engine distinctive,
however, will be the way they “rate”
each find or “hit.” Obviously, a docu-
ment found in this search where these
words are not only all there but found
right in order should rate fairly highly,
and a good search tool will make sure
to list those good “hits” first.

Try some of these out on your
own. I’ll give you some tips and the
results of my searches next time.

If it is not targeted to a
certain career field and is justalistof those
jobs that the students has had, it may fall
short of accomplishing what it’s purpose
is, getting an interview.

These are many elements to an effec-
tiveresume. Each student’s resume should
be tailored to their individual goals based
ontheir educational and experiential back-
ground. From stating the objective on the
resume, summarizing abilities and

strengths, special talents and computer
skills, to listing school projects, related
coursework, community service, lan-
guages spoken and written, and any hon-
ors and/or awards, preparing a resume is
no easy task.

Help is on the way. The Placement
Office, located in the Administration
Building (Beehive), on the third floor,
will be presenting resume writing work-
shops throughout the semester. Also, pro-
fessional job counselors are available to
meet one on one with students who would
like to discuss their resume, or students
can drop off their resume at the Placement
Office to have their resumes critiqued.

Many students believe that a resume
can be written quickly and effortlessly.
This rarely is the case. Remember, with-
out an effective, powerful, targeted and
carefully tailored resume, the job search
process can consume a lotlonger period of
time than is absolutely necessary.
