Students like Math professor David 
Rutschman because of his easy-going, 
informal teaching style; Rutschman de­
scribes his style as "simply trying to make 
students comfortable with math." 

To make the classroom more com­
fortable, he keeps lectures to a minimum 
and encourages group work. More impor-· 
tantly, Rutschman explains, "I try tq help 
students learn, encouraging their learning 
process. Whatever it takes I'll try it." 

Do not be misled. Rutschman cau­
tions that in his classes, "students don't 
get off easy." There is plenty of home­
work doled out on a strict sc;hedule. 

Born in Columbia and raised'in Uru­
guay, Professor Rutschman began study­
ing math in Argentina. He went on to 
graduate school in New Mexico, and in 
1987 he received his Ph.D. in Applied 
Math from the University ofNew Mexico. 

NEIU will be without Ruschman tem­
porarily when he returns to Uruguay for a 
ten-month sabbatical to do research at the 
University of Montevideo. 

Rutschman came to NEIU in the fall 
of 1989 after his family relocated in Chi­
cago for his wife's job with Amnesty 

International. He likes the vast diversity 
at NEIU, not only in terms of culture, but 
also in terms of age and experience. How­
ever, he wishes that students here "weren't 
as busy as they are." 

Rutschman is involved with an 
unofficial math club here at NEIU- "un­
official" because it 's difficult to get stu­
dents together for a club.
