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Patriots haven't lost a football game 
since November 18th of last year. The 
team that beat them was the St. Louis 
Rams. During the post game pres 
conference, the last words uttered by 
Belicheck, after his teams 24-17 loss to 
the Rams were these: 

I don't think that there is anything that 
we don't know about the Rams". 

Belicheck, a master technician, 
especially on the defensive side of the 
ball, proved his point during Super Bowl 
36. In the biggest Super Bowl upset on 
over 30 years his New England Patriots 
defeated the mighty St. Louis Rams. 

The Rams, after a stellar 14-2 season, 
came in as 14 point favorites. In political 
terms, that's the kind of edge that George 
W Bush would get over Osama (Where 
you) Bin Laden in a runoff election. In 
fact, before the season, Vegas 
oddsmakers gave the Patriots a 50 to 1 
chance of winning the Super Bowl. Last 
year the Patriots won just 5 ofl 6 games. 

The Patriots defeated their more 
talented opponents by playing error free 
football, pressuring Rams quarterback 
Kurt Warner all day, and coming away 
with three turnovers as a result. Patriot 
QB Tom Brady, became the youngest 
man ever to win a Super Bowl. Brady's 
clutch play also earned the games MVP 
award. But it is really hard to think of <le 

Super Bowl victory that was such a total 
team effort. In what ending up being a 
foreshadowing, the Patriots eschewed 
the normal pre-game individual 
introductions and ran out as a team. 

The first quarter was eventful in that 
the Rams high octane offense was held 
in check by the aggressive Patriot 
defense. The Rams had only a field goal 
to show for their first tow possessions. 
The Pats did even less offensively and 

period. 
At 8:49 of the second quarter, Patriots 

defensive back Ty Law gladly accepted a 
Kurt Warner pass, seemingly meant for 
him, and strolled into the end zone putting 
the Pats -ahead 7-3. Rams QB Kurt 
Warner, the NFU; MVP this year, under 
heavy pressure from Patriot linebacker 
Mike Vrabel, wasn't able to see that his 
intended receiver was knocked down at 
the line, permitting Law to step in and 
make the interception and touchdown run. 

Withalittleoveraminutetoplaybefore 
halftime, Pats defensive back Terrell 
Buckley picked up a Rams fumble, 
knocked loose by teammate Antwon 
Harris, and returned it fifteen yards. From 
the Rams 8 yard line, Tom Brady and 
David Patten combined for a beautiful 
throw and catch as the Patriots scored their 
second touchdown of the first half. The 
Rams, who came in averaging 19 points 
alone during the regular season, were 
behind 14-3 to the Pats at the intermission. 

.In the third quarter, the Rams down 
eleven points for the first time all season, 
refused to panic. Taking their time, on 
their first drive of the second half, the 
Rams chose to try to establish the run. 
Which they did, with NFL offensive 
Player of the Year Marshall darting for 30 
yards on four carries. But one play later, 
the Patriots Otis Smith picked off Kurt 
Warner's errant pass and returned it 30 
yards to the Ram 32. Adam Vinateri's 3 7 
yard field goal made it 17-3 Pats. 

On their first possession of the final 
period the Rams mounted their longest 
drive of the day (73 yards), marching to 
the Patriot 3 yard line. But it looked like 
the turnover bug had bit again as the 
PatriotsTerbucky Jones scooped up a Kurt 
Warner fumble and sprinted the distance 
for another score. Only a penalty on the 

Faulk during the play, kept the Ram's 
drive and season alive.After the automatic 
first down, Rams QB Warner scored on 
a 2 yard jaunt to make it Patriots 17 Rams 
10. The.TD run was Warner's first rushing 
touchdown of the season. 

From there, the Rams defense, vastly 
improved over last year under new 
defensive coordinator Lovey Smith, held 
the Pats and took over on their own 45 
yard line. Warner needed just 21 for the 
game tying touchdown. At this point, for 
most observers, it seemed like the game 
was going to end up like they thought it 
would, with a Rams victory. Only ittl be 
overtime when the Rams would prevail. . 

The Pats quarterback, Tom Brady had 
other plans though. As Brady trotted 
purposefully on to the field, on the 
television broadcast, announcer John 
Madden (proving that he made the right 
decision twenty years ago to leave 
coaching) urged him to play it safe, run 
out the clock and accept overtime. With 
1 :30 remaining, and no timeouts, Brady 
needed to pick up at least fifty yards to 
give the Pats a good chance of kicking 
the decisive field goal. By going for the 
fi eld goal, Brady was put in the Super 
Bowl "Fish Bowl". Meaning that about 
two hundred million people would be 
watching him closely for the next minute, 
wating to see if he'd be a hero or a goat. 

The poised Brady chipped away at the 
Rams prevent defense with short passes 
until his 26 yard strike to Troy Brown put 
the ball on the Rams 36 yard line. The 
Patriots added six more yards to put the 
ball on the 30, a 48 yard field goal. On 
thelastplayofthe game,Adarn Vinateri's 
kick was dead, solid, perfect, as time 
expired, thus ending a highly improbable 
Patriot Super Bowl victory.

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The etiquette of War 
In the world of War, the codes_ of 

conduct become darkly interesting. As 
human activists from across the globe 
apply pressure, the United States has 
been forced to justify its treatment of 
its detainees in Guantanirno Bay, Cuba. 
Guantanimo Bay is a U.S. detention 
camp in Cuba where 158 al Qaeda and 
Taliban fighters are being held. The 
Defense Department released a 
photograph of the shackled captives, 
kneeling, wearing blacked out goggles 
and masks. The photograph outraged 
Human Rights Activists and many 
EuropeanPoliticianswhonowwantthe 
U.S. to treat these detainees more 
humanely and follow international law 
regarding the treatment of P.O.W. 

What are the conditions like in 
GuantanirnoBay?The U.S.hasallowed 
visitors since the photographs were 
released and many who have been there 
claim that it's really not that bad; 
especially compared to the prisons in 
theO:S .. 

· ''I would rather be in Guantanirno 
Bay than in a state prison in Illinois;' 
said Doug Cassel, directorofthe Center, 
for International Human Rights at 
Northwestern University. This brings 
out other issues I won't get into here 
regarding the O.S. but it also brings out 
the issue of what it means to be treated 
humanely. 

The detainees in Guantanirno Bay 
are being held in cells with wooden 
roofs, concrete floors, and chain-link 
fence walls. Chain-link fences for walls 
seems a little inhumane at first, unless 
you look up the weather in Cuba like I 
did and realize that there's a high of 
87(F)andalowof67(F).Thickcement 
walls, the kind we find in humane 
cells(an oxymoron for some people) 

. could be considered torturous in Cuba. 
The cells are close together which 
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allows the captives to converse freely 
with each other about whatever )hey 
want, such as escaping,Afghan women, · 
Cuban women, machine gun cleaning 
tricks, whatever pleases their intellect. 
They are also granted access to Muslim 
services that allow the detainees to 
maintain their religious practice. There 
was no information available on whether 
. or not the captives are forced to wear 
blacked out goggles and masks on a 
regular basis( as seen in the popular 
photograph). I think its fair to assume 
though that the masks were worn 
because of the press photographs. I have 
no idea what blacked out goggles are or 
what function they may serve anybody, 
anywhere. 

Is this a humane way to treat captured 
soldiers? Sure, considering how terrible 
most prisons are. In many prisons 
captives have to fear being raped, 
attacked, or even killed by other 
priSOJlers. In Guantanimo Bay, the 
captives can converse with each other, 
their cells allow the breeze to flow 
through, their basic food and water 
rations are met., and very importantly, 
their Muslim religious practices are 
allowed. So although I do questioR the 
validity of them actually being detained 
(without a hearing as of2.2.2002) and I 
don't feel the U.S. government is being 
honest about what is really going on in 
Guantanirno Bay, I feel the detainees are 
being treated humanely. hnagine how a 
captured O.S. soldier could be treated 
by the Taliban? 

Whether or not the detainees are 
treated humanely isn't a question of 
personal choice, and for good reason. 
During wartime, when hostilities 
towards the enemy is strongest, soldiers 
may not want to treat their P.O.W 
humanely; they may to severely harm 
them, torture them, or even say cruel 

things about their mothers. For this 
reason and others there are laws set up 
by governments and international 
committees to make sure that during 
wartime a certain amount of dignity is 
upheld(again, some, even myself, would 
call this an oxymoron). 

The Geneva Convention, founded in 
1949 in Geneva, Switzerland, devised 
regulations for wartime etiquette. This 
came after WWII and many countries 
felt embarrassed of their handling of or 
unsure about how to handle certain 
wartime situations. One of .these 
situations was the treatment of P.O. W's. 
and the Geneva Convention outlines a 
very detailed and specific account of 
how to treat captured soldiers humanely. 

The question that has been raised is 
whether or not the detainees in 
Guantanimo Bay are P.O.W? The . 
question is difficult and will not be 
answered by Philosophers, Theologians 
or NEID students, but by Lawyers who 
will closely examine each word in the 
texts of the Geneva Convention and 
come up with an answer that will please 
their high paying clients-the O.S. 

· government. 
Washington is very clear about their 

stance; the detainees in Guantanirno Bay 
arenotP.O.W's. They appear to take two 
approaches .to coming to that conclusion, 
one emotional(Politicians) and the other 
logical, (LawyersofthePoliticians). Mr. 
Bush has publicly called the detainees 
in Guantanimo Bay "killers" and 
"terrorist" and claimed they don't 
deserve the right to be considered P.O. W. 
White house lawyers say that the Geneva 
Convention may cover this situation, but 
the detainees are not P.O. W because they 
are not members of a sovereign state. 
The Geneva Convention has provisions 
dealing with special wars(how sweet), 
like Civil Wars and revolutions and the
