The UNI men's baseball team 
wrapped up the Florida trip with a 
record of l -9. The team wasn't as 
bad as the record might indicate 
though. An example of this is their 
first game against Florida South­
ern, who is ranked # 1 in the coun­
try in NCAA Division 2 and also 
champions in that division last 
year, when they were winning until 
Florida Southern won in the last in­
ning 12-1. They lost their next 
game to Eckard 8-6 and then lost 
2-1 to Wayne State. They lost a 
squeaker to University of Tampa 
1-0 and another close one to Cen­
tral Florida, 8-7. They finally won 
one 9-8 beating St. Xavier. They 
lost to Central Florida again, 10-2.

St. Xavier got revenge by sweeping 
a doubleheader from the Eagles, 
11-6 and 9-2. They wrapped up 
the trip by losing to Tennessee 
Weslyan, 3-2. 

The coach, Paul Janis, had this 
to say about what contributed to 
the losses. "The pitching was ex­
cellent but the defense was cruddy 
and I think it was because we came 
straight from praciting in the gym 
and these teams have already 
played 25 games this year. 
Murphy's Law seemed to be in ef­
fect, errors gave the other teams 
the game." 

During the trip, outfielder Dan 
Wagner batted .414 and had three 
doubles. Ted Powell who plays in­
field and outfield hit .368. A home­
run was also hit during the trip by 
Wagner, Jose Marquetti, and Mitch 
Stem. 

The pitching was good with 
pitchers like Bill Shimp, Ron 
Malcszynski, and Tim Larson. 
Shimp lost a game 1-0 but pitched 
8 innings with no earned runs. Lar­
son had two relief appearances 
totalling 2 and one-third innings 
giving up two hits and gaining one 
save. Malcszynski had 7 and two­
thirds innings mostly in relief. He 
lost one start 2-1 and the runs were 
unearned. He finished the trfip 
with a 3.12 ERA. Altobelli was the 
only winning pitcher going 5 and 
one-third innings al)d giving up 3 
earned runs. 

As far as the future of the team it 
looks good. Coach Janis said, "The 
team is slowly building but the 
team to beat will be Lewis College. 
The main thing is to overcome the 
number of injuries the team has 
and we will have a strong chance of 
finishing first."
